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Students in the 9th, 10th, 11th and 12th grades study, memorize, and perform a monologue from one of Shakespeare’s plays.


The School Winner advances to the local English-Speaking Union Branch Competition, adding a sonnet to his or her monologue presentation.


The Branch Competition Winner receives a weekend of acting workshops and cultural activities in New York City, in addition to the opportunity to compete onstage at Lincoln Center.


The ESU National Competition Winner is awarded a full tuition scholarship for summer study in the United Kingdom. Second place is awarded $1,000, and third place receives $500 from the Shakespeare Society.
